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It shall be the policy of the Oxford Area School
District that adm ssion to the vocati onal
techni cal school s operated by the internediate
unit shall be available to all students w thout
regard to race, color, national origin, sex or
handi cap. Al Oxford Area School District
students who are otherwi se qualified shall be
permtted to attend.

Oxford Area Hi gh School students who have
conpleted the ninth grade shall be eligible for
adm ssion to the Vocational Technical school
program An exception to this policy may be
made in those cases where a student's age,

previ ous academ c progress, or other conpelling
reason m ght support the adm ssion to the
vocational technical school prior to having
conpleted the ninth grade. Such exceptions
shal | be approved by the Superintendent of
school s.

The Superintendent of Schools shall establish
procedures to inplenent this policy and to
ensure that Oxford Area School District students
are offered every opportunity to participate in
vocational technical school prograns offered by
t he vocational technical school operated by the
internmediate unit.

ADM NI STRATI VE PROCEDURES
ADM SSI ONS PQOLI CY

The foll owi ng adm nistrative procedures shall be followed to insure
the inplenmentation of the policy governing admission to the
vocational technical schools operated by the internmediate unit.

A The gui dance staff at both the H gh School and Penn's G ove
School wunder the direction of their respective principals
shall insure that students are nmade aware of the opportunities
avai l abl e at the vocational technical school and the process
to be followed to seek adm ssion.

B. Awar eness activities shall be ongoing and directed at all
students to insure equal access. The nature of the awareness
initiatives shall be at the discretion of the principal and
gui dance staff in consultation with the vocational technical
school staff.

C. Eligibility for adm ssion to the vocational technical school
shall be limted to those students who have reached the tenth
grade in H gh School and have reached the age of fourteen (14)
or nore during the first year of enrollnent in the vocationa
t echni cal program

D. To be admtted students nust conplete all required application
mat eri al s as provided by the vocational technical school and
subm tted through the H gh School guidance office.

E. The nunber of students to be admtted each year wll be
determ ned by the vocational technical school and based on
capacity. The H gh School principal shall be responsible for
seeing that adm ssions to the vocational technical school are
processed in a fair and equitable manner and that Oxford Area
School District students are proportionally represented in
vocati onal technical school prograns.
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
